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DIARY

This document is for you to gather reflections throughout your research journey.  These will help you to develop your research in lots of ways, including helping you to define and refine your research topic, documenting decisions that you have made in relation to your research approach, and helping you to notice changes you have made in your thinking and practice over the course of the research.  A research diary is also very helpful when it comes to writing up your research – you will often find notes you have made here can be used directly in your research report.   

It is up to you how you format this diary!  You can use it as you might a personal diary with reflections organised by date as you go along. You might prefer to set it out with headings matching the separate sections of this resource.  You can even skip to the reporting module now, decide on the format you are going to use for your own report, and set up your reflections under what will become your report headings.   

It is your diary, so use it however you prefer to work: individual words, bullet points, questions, descriptions, sketches and diagrams are all helpful.   
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
